1. Two armed guards are now on duty from 7 am to 6 pm to reinforce campus
security.

2. All vehicles entering the campus without dashboard ID will be personally
greeted.

3. Our advanced security system will immediately alert offices and cell phones
to any entry through the main gate from Sherman Way, ensuring a swift
response to intrusions.

4. Utilizing remote-controlled access systems, we can promptly lock down all
doors 24/7 in the event of an unwanted guest, ensuring heightened security and
controlled access.

5. Time-specific access control allows us to regulate entry based on schedules,
reinforcing security protocols for driveway gates, pedestrian gates, and
classroom doors.

7. Visual ID monitors and QR codes at pedestrian gates strengthen our ability
to identify authorized visitors, enabling immediate access control through
